Colorado Springs VIDEO CONTEST
Hosted by Palmer Video Club
Have you ever wanted to be a part of a film and video contest? If so, look no further. Thank you for your interest in the 2018 Colorado Springs Film and Video Contest. Showcase your talents and submit an original film/video. The details are below.
ELIGIBILITY: 
Students and schools entering the contest must be affiliated with a Colorado Springs area High School and students may submit a maximum of two entries (one per category, maximum of 2 entries per student). The entry must be student-produced* and created between August 2018 through January 25th, 2019.  

* For the purposes of this competition, student-produced means that the majority of the planning, writing, scripting, filming, & editing of the entry was done by high school students.

IMPORTANT DATE:  
All entries must be uploaded online, then the web link must be emailed and "in our hands” by 5:00 P.M. January 25th 2019. More about this process is described in “Submitting Entries” section below. This means that we must have your email in our inbox, with the correct information, by the above date to be included in this competition. Any links received after 5:00 pm on January 25th will not be judged so PLEASE get them to us early. 
JUDGING: 
Judges will be individuals from business, industry, and the general public (not teachers or students). Entrants can expect to receive basic written feedback and the judging sheets. There will also be certificates for the top two places in each category. Please see the judging/rubric sheet below.

Winners will be announced by February 19th, 2019. The winners will be notified in an email and we will host a viewing of the winning pieces on March 7, 2019 at William J. Palmer High School where the first place video in each category will show.  All video contest participants are welcome to attend.  
Categories: 

Categories for this competition are:
A. Short Non-fiction: Choose a journalistic piece, human-interest story, or documentary under 3 minutes
B. Long Non-fiction: Choose a journalistic piece, human-interest story, or documentary over 3 minutes up to 10 minutes
C. Short Fiction: Choose a short film or skit format under 3 minutes
D. Long Fiction: Choose a short film or skit format over 3 minutes up to 10 minutes
E. PSA or promo: 30 seconds to 2 minutes
SUBMITTING ENTRIES:

For judging purposes:

· “Long” categories will have a submission cap of 2 entries per school.

· If more than 2 entries are submitted in these categories, only the first 2 received will be eligible for judging.

· “Short” categories will have a submission cap of 5 entries per school.

· If more than 5 entries are submitted in these categories, only the first 5 received will be eligible for judging.
· It is the school’s responsibility to manage this process. 

· This year, there will be no entry fees.
Steps for submitting:
​     1.  Upload your submission to YouTube.

     2.  Email a link to your YouTube video to kayla.mcgilvray@d11.org with the subject line: COS Video Contest Submission. Please send one email per entry. The email should include:

2. Category: (Short Non-fiction, Long Non-Fiction, Short Fiction, Long Fiction, PSA or Promo)
3. Creator(s): 
4. School: (The COS High School you attend.)
5. Class: (If you are in any kind of video production class at that school, include that here.)
6. School Contact: (teacher/advisor/or counselor)
7. Exact, full web address (link) to the entry:
No other text or information is needed in the body of the email. Please double-check to be sure your address link works before you send your email.
​
If an entry was a student collaboration (more than one student produced the project), include all the names of the producers in the “Creator” section of the email. Collaborations count for one of the two possible entries. Each collaborator can still enter in another category. 
​
     3.  We will respond to you with a confirmation that we received your submission within a few days. If you do not receive a confirmation, please get in touch with us again. We suggest you send by January 22nd to ensure receipt. Late entries cannot be judged.
​
     4.  Please continue to monitor your email in case we have any questions or clarifications. 

FINAL DETAILS: This is an email-in competition. After you upload your entries, send the full web address (link) to kayla.mcgilvray@d11.org including the information given above. Submissions must be in that inbox by 5:00 P.M. on January 25th, 2018.
Within 48 hours, you should receive email notification stating that we received your entry. 

If you do not get the confirmation email within 48 hours, please resend. We suggest you send by January 22nd to ensure receipt. Late entries cannot be judged.
